My sabbatical was
also assisted by the receipt of the P. E. MacKenzie Scholarship
in 1998, and the Law Society of Saskatchewan's E. M. Culliton
Scholarship for Graduate Studies in Criminal Law in 2013. Both
Justices, P. E. MacKenzie and E. M. Culliton had been Chief
Justices of the Court of Appeal of Saskatchewan, where |
served a Clerkship in 2001, when Edward Bayda was the Chief
Justice, and all three were very distinguished jurists. E. M.
Culliton was particularly noted for his legal advocacy for farmers
during the drought and great depression when he practiced Law
in Gravelbourg, Saskatchewan, and later for advocating the
preparation and role of the Appellate Courts, necessitating the
hiring of Law Clerks to assist with the research and preparation.

After my JD, | articled (actually termed a clerkship) at the
Court of Appeal of Saskatchewan, listening to the appellate
court hearings, and writing Bench Memos for the Justices.
