The changing face

their kids’ lives continues
throughout childhood, and
today’s fathers spend more
time caring for their kids.
One study found that fa-
thers from 11 wealthy west-
ern countries spent about
an hour a day on child care
activities in 2012, but that
dads in 1965 spent an aver-
age of just 16 minutes a day
actively parenting.

Contemporary  fathers
are also more likely to con-
tribute to household chores
than previous generations
were. On average, Cana-
dian fathers do two-and-
a-half hours of housework
a day, compared to two
hours a day in 1986.

One specific task in par-
ticular tEat men have em-
braced is preparing family
meals. The amount of fa-
thers who cook regularly
has nearly doubled since
1986, rising from 29 to 59
per cent.

When men take on a
more active role in parent-
ing, their kids benefit. Stud-
ies show that children with
involved dads perform
better academically, have
higher self-esteem and are
less likely to have troubles
with the law later in life..
